Article Indexes and Databases   
 

Film Literature Index - annually indexes 150 film and television periodicals from 30 countries cover-to-cover 
and 200 other periodicals selectively for articles on film and television. The periodicals range from the scholarly 
to the popular. More than 2,000 subject headings provide detailed analysis of the articles. Articles, book reviews 
and film reviews published between 1976 and 2001. 
 
America:History and Life - Indexes historical journals and lists books, dissertations and book reviews by 
historians dealing with film in American history and culture. 1954 to present. 
 
Historical Abstracts - Covers world history except for the U.S. and Canada. Locates historical research on 
film, film industries, and film's place in national cultures.  1955 to present. 
 
PsycINFO - The great index to the literature of psychology for those interested in film as studied by 
psychologists. 1887 to present. 
 
MLA Bibliography - Complete listing of scholarly publications for literature, language, linguistics, and 
folklore. Covers articles in over 6,500 journals, books, book chapters, and doctoral dissertations. Includes articles 
published since 1926.  
 
Academic Search Premier - Indexing for over 8,000 publications, with full text for more than 4,450. PDF 
backfiles to 1975 or further are available for well over one hundred journals, and searchable cited references are 
provided for more than 1,000 titles.
